The North Carolina State Laboratory of Public Health (NCSLPH) DOA Medical Courier will not operate 
on Monday, January 20, 2025, in observance of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Day. UPS will not operate, 
however FedEx will operate on Monday, January 20, 2025. The NCSLPH DOA Medical Courier services 
will resume normal operations on Tuesday, January 21, 2025.

Submitters must ensure that specimens and samples are 
stored using the proper conditions until the above couriers resume normal operations. Improperly 
stored or transported specimens may be rejected for testing. NCSLPH will request recollection of 
specimens if needed for testing.  Please remember, to notify DOA Medical Courier and SLPH if you are 
submitting frozen specimens for pickup on Tuesday, January 21, 2025, via email to 
slph.courier@dhhs.nc.gov.
